A few weeks ago the SBS Insight program h
Changed My Lifed. This qfateypeaplewhehaded i nt

significant problems while they were at school and when they were headed
down the path of failure and lost opportunities. Eventually they managed to
turn their fortunes arourahd the program investigated what were the reasons
behind this dramatic change.

In each case the journey through school was similar. They were disengaged
with their learning, they were getting negative feedback, they were causing

behavioural problems inass, they were seen as failures and they had no

purpose behind their education. Their progress through school was a series of
downward spirals that was culminating in educational failure.

However, in each case there was an intervention that turned &hnimgsd.
This intervention came in the form of a teacher. As each person spoke about
their own story a picture emerged of the type of teacher who was responsible

for such an important change. The SBS program actually had these teachers
on the program andhéir comments were insightful.

There were certain factors that were critical to this change. First among those was that the teacher cared
about their students and that the students cared about their teacher. The learning and wellbeing of the student
really mattered for the teacher. Likewise the opinion, advice and support of the teacher became equally
important for the student. This meeting of respect triggered a whole new mindset for the teacher and
especially for the student.

Another consistent factoras that these struggling students managed to find some purpose in their journeys
through school. Often no purpose means no progress, and this was the case with these students. But purpose
cannot be enforced, rather it has to be realised. It was throeigiositive relationships between the students

and the teachers that each student was able to find their own purpose and then, consequently, their learning
actually made sense.

This SBS program effectively highlighted the critical importance of a posgaraing environment. When
teachers and students believe in each other and work in unison with each other, then the teaching and
learning outcomes are significantly enhanced.
